All sounds are created by vibrations. You might not be able to see vibrations but when an object vibrates, the air around the object also vibrates. These vibrations travel through the air particles into our ears. When they reach the eardrum and inner ear, sounds can be heard. These vibrations are called sound waves and can travel through any medium, including solids, liquids and gases.





The volume of a sound is how loud or quiet it is. Loud sounds are made by bigger vibrations. Amplitude is a measure of how big a vibration is. Louder sounds have a larger amplitude. Quiet sounds have smaller vibrations and a smaller amplitude. Pitch is a measure of how high or low a sound is.





The closer a sound source is, the louder it will be. It is easier to hear someone talking when they are near you than when they are at a distance. This is because the sound loses energy over a distance.





HISTORY – The Roman Empire in Britain

The Roman Empire was one of the most influential civilisations in history, spanning from 27 BC to AD 476 in the West and even longer in the East. It originated in Rome, Italy, and expanded through military conquest and political diplomacy across Europe, North Africa, and parts of Asia. The empire was characterised by a sophisticated system of government that evolved from a republic to an autocratic regime under emperors. Roman society was hierarchical, with citizens enjoying rights and privileges, while non-citizens had varying degrees of legal status.

They also excelled in military organization and strategy, enabling them to maintain control over vast territories for centuries.
